EnergyUnited partners with SunEdison
to build solar farm in Alexander County

EnergyUnited, an energy-services provider and electric membership cooperative based in Statesville, recently broke
ground on its first solar project, a solar farm near Taylorsville in Alexander County. Last year, EnergyUnited signed
an agreement with the builder, Maryland-based energy-services provider SunEdison, to buy power produced by the
solar generation facility.

At last week’s meeting of the Alexander County Board of Commissioners, the cooperative announced an initial
investment of $6 million in the project. Once up-and-running by Aug. 1, the group of solar panels, called a
“photovoltaic array,” will produce 16 million kilowatt hours of power per year, enough to concurrently power several
hundred homes.

“At EnergyUnited, we're committed to helping build a clean energy future for our members,” said Wayne Wilkins,
CEO of the cooperative. “With the addition of the Alexander County solar farm, we can meet state requirements
while also continuing to provide reliable energy services at competitive prices.”

The cooperative is working to meet the state-mandated Renewable Energy Portfolio Standard, passed by the N.C.
legislature in August of 2007. The mandate requires electric cooperatives to draw on renewable energy for 10 percent
of their electricity by 2018. EnergyUnited also has contracts to buy other forms of renewable energy, including
energy produced by the Iredell Landfill, and the co-op continues to check into other potential hydropower, wind
power and biomass projects. Energy-efficiency programs for commercial members are in place, and a heat pump
program for residential members helps them save money and energy.

Grading has already begun on the project site, located near the intersection of Boston Rd and U.S. Highway 64.
Officials are looking at options for providing educational opportunities for local students to learn about solar power.

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CVCC ADDS FIVE NEW SHORERM JOB TRAINING PROGRAMS

Catawba Valley Community Collegis launching a new group of shorterm employment training funded by the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act in May.

Part of N.C. Gov. Bev Perdue's JobsNOW program, an additional infusion of $102,000 in federal stimulus money and §
two-month extension of the program will enable CVCC to offer five new fasack job training programs assisting several
hundred job seekers.

The five new fasttrack job training programs will help individuals prepare for employment as quickly as possible in
certified nursing assistant |, automotive technician (introduction), refrigeration certification, plant (horticulture)
technician certification and pesticide application preparation.

CVCC says the classes will put job seekers on the fast track to learning new skills. The five training programs were selg¢cted
because of job availability and request of current clientele.

The training is available to those who have lost their jobs due to recent layoffs or plant closures and other job
seekers. JobsNOW training is open to any individual paying tuition. But jobeekers who qualify may receive

financial assistance.

CVCC expects to serve up to 400 additional displaced workers through these new JobsNOW classes.

THE CENSUS AT YOUR DOOR

The US Census Bureau mailed 2010 Census questionnaires to over 4 million households in North Carolina. Nearly 30% of those
questionnaires have not been returned. If you have not mailed in your Census by now you will be visited by a Census worker be-
tween May 1 and July 27. The Census workers who will conduct the door-to-door interviews are people from your community who
have been hired and trained by the US Census Bureau. Each Census worker will have a US Census Bureau identification badge
and will be carrying a US Census Bureau shoulder bag. Census workers i or enumerators i will only visit those addresses that
did not return a Census form, and they will only ask those questions that are on the 2010 Census form. Census workers will visit
each address multiple times and will leave a door hanger after each visit with a telephone number. This number allows residents
to schedule a convenient time to participate in the Census. Participation is quick, and your answers are confidential and protected
by Title 13 of the US Code. Whether you mail in your Census form or talk with a Census worker, your participation in the 2010
Census is important to future funding, representation, and planning in your community.
